This chorus’ history includes 
tours by invitation, collaborations with other musical groups, and 
commissioning of new works for women’s voices.

AWC fosters a harmonious, diverse, and inclusive community for adult 
treble singers by providing a supportive platform for expression, 
education, personal growth, and meaningful connections. Through 
artistic excellence, our varied repertoire enriches those we touch with 
the beauty and unity of our voices.

The Arizona Women’s Chorus performs from the ever-expanding 
repertoire written specifically for women’s or treble voices. As the 
premier women’s chorus of Tucson, they strive to sing quality music 
that showcases the women’s voices and their desire to entertain. 
Performances have included music such as the Baroque Missa de 
Profunctis on the same program as Broadway Medleys, or Spanish 
folksongs and jazzy samba. The Arizona Women’s Chorus prides itself 
on serving the community by performing for retirement homes, the 
Sister Jose Women’s Shelter, the Tucson Museum of Art, and other 
civic organizations, as well as through collaborative performances 
with a variety of choral, instrumental, and dance ensembles. They 
have commissioned new choral pieces for women’s voices by David 
Childs, Brant Adams, Khris Dodge, Sheena Phillips, Robert Cohen, 
and Mark Hayes.

The Conductor: 
Terrie Ashbaugh, MM

Terrie Ashbaugh has been a professional musician 
for over 50 years. She received her BA in piano 
performance from Seattle Pacific University and 
Masters Degree in Choral Conducting from the 
University of Arizona under Dr. Maurice Skones.

Terrie directed the Columbia Boys Choir and 
Columbia Girls Choir (2 separate choirs) Preparatory 
and Training choirs (concert level choirs consistently 
won top awards), and the Kirkland Choral Society, 
Kirkland, Washington, in addition to directing music 
ministries at several churches in the Seattle area. 

In Arizona, she formed the University of Arizona 
Faculty/Staff choir as an independent chorus after the choral conducting program 
disbanded it. Since 1998, she directed the Southern Arizona Women’s Chorus, now 
renamed as the Arizona Women’s Chorus.  In 2008, she was nominated as an 
Individual Artist for the Governor’s Arts Awards, in 2009, received a letter of recognition 
from the Mayor of Tucson for her contribution to the community, in 2011, was 
nominated for the Tucson/Pima Arts Council Arts Educator Award, and in 2023, was 
invited as a Guest Conductor for Mid-America in London, England. She has had the 
privilege to direct on the stage alongside Dr. Rene Clausen, Dr. Kirby Shaw, Rollo 
Dilworth, and John Rutter. Terrie is recently retired as full-time Director of Worship 
and Administration at Ascension Lutheran Church and School. Terrie also composes 
and arranges music for her various choirs.

In 2010, Terrie co-founded the Women In Song festival with 100 women attending 
in Seattle, Washington. In 2013, this festival was hosted by the Southern Arizona 
Women’s Chorus in Tucson. In 2013, she also founded the Arizona Choral Arts 
Association which supports choral arts by providing education to the diverse 
southern Arizona community through promoting choral arts and choral performances, 
as well as enabling choruses to network, collaborate, and market using shared 
resources. In 2014-16, she served two terms on the Board of Directors of the Arizona 
Chapter of the American Choral Directors Association (AzACDA) as the Repertory 
and Standards Chair for Community Choirs. Following AWC’s most recent tour in 
London, Terrie was invited to conduct a combined women’s chorus with orchestra 
in Carnegie Hall in 2026.

Dr. Meily J. Mendez is an accomplished pianist and 
educator in the central Tucson area, as well as an 
Assistant Professor of Practice of class piano and 
piano performance at the University of Arizona. 
She is a Nationally Certified Teacher of Music 
accredited by the Music Teachers National 
Association (MTNA). An in-demand adjudicator 
throughout the Southwest region of the United 
States, Dr. Mendez has taught piano for over 20 

years and is the chair for the Tucson Music Teachers Association’s Piano 
Ensemble. She received her Doctorate of Musical Arts in Piano Performance 
from the University of Arizona, studying with Steinway Artist, Dr. John 
Milbauer, and she is a regular collaborative artist with the Tucson Duo 
Project.  Dr. Mendez has had the joy of being the regular official pianist 
for the Arizona Women’s Chorus since 2016.

The Chorus performs for public and private functions around the greater Tucson 
area. In addition, we have annual public spring and winter concerts. We have 
a great time in our rehearsals which include choral and vocal techniques. 
Rehearsals are held from September through May, Monday evenings from    
7-9 p.m. at St. Phillips, 4440 N Campbell Ave, Tucson, AZ. Previous choral 
experience is required. New members are accepted in September and January, 
and rehearsals are open to visitors or those interested in joining the Chorus 
during those months. Discount for annual payment and scholarships are 
available. AWC is a member of the Arizona Choral Arts Association, and 
Chorus America.
